♦ All Florence County youth, may enter exhibits in the fair.  Youth class is defined as: 

♦ Children under the age of 5, can only enter exhibits listed in Department 17a below.   

♦ Children ages 5-6 may only enter exhibits listed in Department 17 Classes B through H below.   

♦ Any child having completed first grade, through grade 12, may enter the rest of the exhibits listed as Youth Class:  Departments 

1-16 and 18-34. 

♦ Registra-on is FREE.   

♦ Pre-Registra-on is un-l August 9.   

♦ Those pre-registered will have their entry tags printed and wai-ng for them when they come to drop off their exhibits.   

♦ Pre-registered exhibitors may s-ll add or remove items from their registra-on form when they bring their items to the fair. 

♦ Anyone pre-registered for their fair exhibits will receive a coupon for a free treat from Lydia’s fair kitchen.  

♦ Entries will be accepted a6er August 9, but it is requested that a6er August 9, you email your entries or bring your entry form 

with you to the fair on August 21.   All items must be registered by August 21.

DEPARTMENT 20:  PHOTOGRAPHY 

♦ Definition of a portrait is a fine photograph of a person’s face or the person’s entire figure 
♦ Definition of a still life photo is a collection of objects “not living” arranged by the  

photographer 
♦ Exhibitors can only enter in their experience group and only one exhibit per lot. 
♦ Exhibits with more than one photo must have the pictures mounted together for one exhibit & for display purposes 
♦ Photo print quality may affect the placing of the ribbon 
♦ Photo sets may be cropped no smaller than 3”x3” and no larger than 4”x6”—unless  

otherwise stated 
♦ Photos may be black/white or color, except where specified 
♦ Photos may only be entered once.  The same photo cannot be used in a collection and an enlargement. 
♦ Photos should not include, decorations, captions or titles when mounted—unless otherwise stated 
♦ Pictures may be taken with a film camera or digital camera 
♦ Posters should be size appropriate for display with maximum size of 14”x22” 
♦ Premiums for Beginning Photographer: 

1st place:  $2.00; 2nd place: $1.75; 3rd place: $1.50; 4th place:  $1.25 
♦ Premiums for Intermediate Photographer: 

1st place:  $2.50; 2nd place: $2.25; 3rd place: $2.00; 4th place:  $1.75 
♦ Premiums for Advanced Photographer: 

1st place:  $3.00; 2nd place: $2.75; 3rd place: $2.50; 4th place:  $2.25
